COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is an introduction to understanding and working with families. Emphasis is on the
family as a system progressing through the family life cycle Several dimensions of family
functioning will be discussed. Students will be exposed to various approaches to family practice.

There will be a focus on Yukon experiences and realities.

LEARNING OBJECTIVES
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This course will help students to:

1. Increase awareness of how your own individual family history and culture influences your perception
of and work with families.

2. Recognize the importance of the family’s social context.

3. Identify family life cycle processes and when social workers are more likely to become involved.
4. Identify significant theories, principles and concepts relating to family social work interventions.
5. ldentify concepts relating to family strength and resilience.

6. Identify common challenges that families in the Yukon face that can impair their ability to function
well. Special attention will be given to Yukon social issues (poverty, violence, mental health,
substance abuse, oppression).

7. ldentify, select and apply evidence-based assessment and intervention strategies for supporting
families.

8. Become familiar with a wide range of services, supports and resources for families.

DELIVERY METHODS/FORMAT
1. An adult education approach which focuses on learning rather than teaching.

2. The class will be structured to ensure content is covered but will allow students to share
their knowledge through discussion, presentations, and other methods.

3. Students will have the opportunity to practice skills required in the field.

4. A variety of instructional techniques will be used - lectures, discussions, guest speakers,
experiential exercises and individual assignments.

Admission to the BSW Program.
Social Work 390 and Social Work 346 are strongly recommended.

Social workers are expected to behave in courteous, mature and respectful ways towards others.
This is also the expectation of social work students. Appropriate behaviour is required between
students in the classroom, with the instructor and at any time when students are approaching others
in relation to projects originating from this class.

Part of professional conduct involves being punctual, prepared and self aware. Being present in
class, prepared for class (by completing the readings and assignments on the dates due) and fully
participating in class activities is expected.

Students missing more than two classes will lose 5% from their total mark for each additional
class missed. It is your responsibility to ensure that you have signed the attendance sheet at the
beginning of each class.

Note: This course deals with sensitive issues and personal matters relating to family of origin. It
is expected that all members of the class will keep family stories in strict confidence. Please note

that the instructor must follow the CASW Code of Ethics in matters relating to safety. We will
discuss in depth the issue of boundaries, safety, sharing and limits in the first class.

2. Assignments

General Information:

Due dates: Assignments are to be submitted in class to the instructor on the due date. Work
submitted in any other fashion must be signed and dated by Applied Arts or Health, Education and
Human Services administrative staff.

Penalties: Five (5) % of the assignment’s value will be deducted for every day late, up to a
maximum of five days, after which it will not be accepted.

Writing Competence: Competence in writing is expected. Wherever possible, instructors are
expected to conduct their courses in such a way as to obtain evidence of student writing skills, in
term papers, essays, reports, or other written work, and to demand competence in writing for a
passing grade.

Your assignments should be written in your own words, with the
sources of ideas and quotations cited according to a standard procedure.
